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SNOHOMISH UNITED BIGFOOT TOURNAMENT CAMPING RULES  

Camping at the tournament is strictly done for the spirit and atmosphere of the games.  Only those 
families involved with the tournament are allowed to camp.    

 
Camping fees are due upon arrival.  

All vehicles and tents must display a visible permit tag to show registration. 
 

 
Absolutely no driving on our fields during the tournament. This rule is in place to ensure the safety of our 
players and families. Non-compliance will lead to your immediate removal and the possibility of not being 
invited back in future years. 
 
Camping Permits 
Camping permits will be given to campers upon their arrival to the fields. They must remain visible from the 
field side of your campsite, even when unoccupied.  
 
Camping Areas:  
You are welcome to camp along the outer edges of the complex. Please be aware that there are restricted areas 
within both complexes, our tournament staff will be present on-site to assist you with directions. To ensure the 
preservation of the soccer fields, do not drive through the fields when entering or exiting. Failure to comply 
with this request may result in your immediate removal from the premises. 
 
Arriving/Departing During Tournament  
Once the tournament is underway, driving on the fields is strictly prohibited NO EXCEPTIONS! 
• RVs, Trailers & Motorhomes: 

Arrival is Thursday only. Gates open by 12:00 PM and close at 10:00 PM. No vehicle access to the fields will 
be allowed on Friday, Saturday, or Sunday—please plan accordingly. 

• Tent Campers: 
Gates open by Thursday at noon. You’re welcome to drive your gear onto the field that day only.  
After Thursday, you are only permitted to load and unload your belongings from our parking lots. We 
suggest bringing a wagon, as the distance can be considerable.  

• Departure: 
Departures are allowed on Sunday, but only with an escort request from Headquarters and only after all 
games have ended for the day (approximately 30 minutes after the final match). Timing will depend on your 
parking location, so please check in with HQ and plan ahead. 

 
Parking 
If you are camping with a tent, RV, Trailer, or Pop-Up Trailer your “extra” vehicle must be left/parked in the 
pasture parking lot on the west side of Lincoln Avenue.  You will be given one parking permit for this vehicle at 
the time you check in to camp.    
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River Access 
Please only use the access point near Pilchuck Park or south of the B Complex parking area, located on the dike. 
The entire area behind our fields is strictly prohibited and is private property. 
 
CAMPING RULES 

• The maximum allowable vehicle speed when entering/exiting is 5 MPH, and this speed limit will be 
rigorously enforced.  

• All camper vehicles must be parked in the pasture lot, and not in the main parking area.  
• All campers are responsible for maintaining the cleanliness of their campsite. Please dispose of 

garbage properly.  
• Open fires or campfires are strictly prohibited. Propane BBQs and and fully contained fire pits are 

permitted.  
• Please note that there is no water, electrical, or waste hookups available at the fields.  
• No generators AFTER 10PM - please ALSO be sure to lock them up as we’ve had theft in the past.  
• Each campsite must designate an adult aged 25 years or older as the responsible party in 

charge. Failure to comply with this requirement will result in removal. No player may camp on their 
own.

• No pets are allowed on Stocker Fields. This is for the safety of our players and families.  
• Be respectful, do not walk through or go into other people’s campsites.  
• Secure your valuables. Although we have on-site personnel at all times, previous incidents of theft
